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The American Colonization Society (ACS) was formed in 1816, about fifteen years before the appearance of the “radical” abolitionist movement—usually linked to David Walker’s Appeal, the Nat Turner Rebellion, and William Lloyd Garrison’s The Liberator, as well as the American Anti-Slavery Society (AASS). Liberia was the ACS’s specific colonization destination beginning in 1822. Whites supporting colonization were varied in their motivations and goals and included some of the men and women who would turn to abolitionism in the early 1830s. Supporters also included African Americans, free and slave. Opponents were also of both races and had varying reasons for their views.
