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Students generally think that Patriots of the Revolution were “bad guys”—hypocrites—and that the British were the “good guys,” offering freedom and liberty. 
Do more than be inspired or outraged: pay attention to the broad story and what it reveals about the complexities and nuances of “the times” and the people.
Topics of note: historians and historiography (many covered in multiple readings), Somerset, Dunmore’s Proclamation, name issues, view and role of slaves and free blacks in the Revolution, fate of slaves who supported or rejected the Revolution.
