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How does the flying folktale contribute to our understanding of how the enslaved saw (and handled) slavery? What possible meanings did suicide have within slave lives and religious views?  




What were likely/logical motives for slave suicide?




How did white slave owners view suicide?
What impact did slave suicide have on slave owners (i.e., beyond loss of property/labor)?




How did whites view slave suicides? How did they understand/explain them? How did they deal with, respond to, and try to prevent them?




How did abolitionists use suicide by slaves? Was it similar to or different from how they used slave breeding by whites?
